(g) What elements of Americanness do you trace in Walt Whitman’s poetry?  Discuss with
reference to his poems on your syllabus.

(h) Critically estimate Sherman Alexie’s “Evolution”.
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2. Answer the following questions in about 60 words each : 2×4=8

(a) What role does Amanda’s husband play as a character in The Glass Menagerie?

Or,

(b) What does Amanda’s repeated reference to the Blue Mountain in The Glass Menagerie
signify?

(c) What role does Rinaldi play in A Farewell to Arms?

Or,

(d) How is  rain used as a leitmotif in A Farewell to Arms?

(e) What is the allusion used in the last part of “The Purloined Letter”?

Or,

(f) Mention two images of horror and violence found in the opening paragraph of “Dry
September”.

(g) “Love is a naked shadow/ On a gnarled and naked tree” — Locate and explain.

Or,

(h) What is the significance of the allusion to the ‘Episode of Revelation’ at the end of the
poem,“Crow Testament”?
